DIRECTIONS FOR USE 
GENERAL CLEANING: Mix 4 to 10 oz of Lime Solvent with 1 gallon 
of water. Apply solution to the hard surface - scrub with a brush, then 
thoroughly rinse until clean. Food contact surfaces must be rinsed 
thoroughly.

EQUIPMENT 
Air conditioners, boilers, tanks, ice machines, etc. 
Drain the equipment if necessary. Fill with fresh water to 2/3 capacity. 
Add 1 part of Lime Solvent for every 3-6 parts water in the unit. Let 
the mixture circulate or remain in contact with the scaled surfaces for 
50-60 minutes. For heavy scale, repeated treatment may be necessary. 
After descaling is complete, drain out the solution and flush the unit 
thoroughly with fresh water. Use rubber gloves when handling.

NOTE 
Do not use on nickel plated or galvanized surfaces.
